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Practical Information for Conference Participants

General Information
Conference Venue

The conference will take place at the Kieler Schloss, Wall 74 / Eggerstedtstrasse, 24103 Kiel (website only availa-
ble in German: http://www.kielerschloss.de/). There is a car park under the Kieler Schloss.
There will be a conference offi ce on location where each participant will receive an offi cial letter confi rming his/
her participation and payment of the conference participation fee, a name badge, a welcome pack and any other 
further practical assistance required. A manned cloakroom will also be available where jackets or bags can be 
stored.

The Training Session on the 3rd day of the conference (16 September 2009) will take place at the IPN, Olshau-
senstraße 62, 24118 Kiel (website: www.ipn.uni-kiel.de).

Getting to the Conference venue

From the main train station in Kiel:

Bus:  bus no. 32/33 (Wik/Schilksee) or 61/62 (Suchsdorf-Rungholtplatz/Projensdorf) to the bus stop “Schloss-
garten”.

On foot:  The Kieler Schloss can be reached by walking through the city centre and pedestrian area and is about 
20 minutes away from the main train and bus station.

Taxi: To get to the Kieler Schloss by taxi should take approx. 5 minutes and will cost approx. 5 Euro.

Travel by air (Hamburg Airport)
For international participants arriving at Hamburg Airport: the easiest way to get to Kiel is with the Kielius bus. 
(http://www.kielius.de/en/timetable.htm) It is also possible to order a Kiel taxi (a people carrier called KielExx, see 
the Kielius website) which will bring you directly to your hotel in Kiel. This is a good alternative for those under 
time pressure. However, it must be ordered in advance (tel. no. 00 49 431 77080). It costs approx. 70 Euro. 
Taking a normal taxi from Hamburg Airport to Kiel will cost approx. 100 Euro.

Please • 
bring your presentation on a USB stick. If you have other requirements, please let us know beforehand. An 
internet connection will be in place for the conference venue. Participants may also bring their own laptop - 
technical assistance will be available in each of the conference rooms.
Each oral presentation should last approx. 20 minutes and will be followed by a discussion lasting approx. • 
10 minutes.
Each session will be chaired – the session chairs will be responsible for the time management and the mode-• 
ration of the discussion.
