Ideas for Sunday afternoon

Harbour tour (“Fordetérn™)

Why not discover Kiel from the sea front and experience the city's diversity? See how the old docks have chan-
ged over the last 100 years and admire the sail training ship the “Gorch Fock”, as well as the submarine U995
from 1943 and the Naval Memorial in Laboe which all stand witness to the eventful and still very active naval
involvement in Kiel. A guided commentary during the trip (unfortunately, not in English) make the harbour trip
(“Fordetdérn™), which lasts approx. two hours, an informative and enjoyable outing.

Departure: “Bahnhofsbriicke” (the quay near the main train station) 11.00, 13.00, 15.00
Price: (You can buy your tickets at the quay “Bahnhofsbriicke” or on the boat) Adults: €11.

Harbour Ferry to Laboe

Alternatively, you can take the harbour ferry directly to Laboe and then have a walk through the traditional
coastal resort on the Kiel Firth. You can visit the monumental naval memorial and submarine museum with its 87
meter high tower and viewing platform from which you can see right across the Kiel firth and the surrounding
countryside. Down on the beach, you can visit the submarine U995 from 1943 and see what life and work was
like for the crew in this enclosed space. The seaside resort Laboe is also worth a stroll: yachts, fishing boats and
angling cutters can be admired at the pier. The promenade invites you for a long walk next to the beach. Laboe
is one of the oldest bathing areas in the region.

This ferry leaves the Bahnhofsbriicke for Laboe at 13.05, 14.25 and 15.45. The trip takes approx. 1 hour.
Departure times from Laboe back to Kiel: 14.45, 17.00 and 18.15 (which is the last ferry).
Price: one-way is € 3.80.

A trip with the steamboat “Bussard”

The “Bussard” was built in 1905 in Germany as a steamship responsible for maintaining naval signs. The first
harbour in which the Bussard worked was Senderburg in Denmark.

Since 1919 the Bussard has resided in the Kiel Firth. From 1965 to 1970 the Bussard was used as the starting and
goal ship for Kiel Week. In 1970, the ship was taken out of operation. In 2006, the steamship was finally brought
into use again, now as a traditional passenger ship.

Some technical data about the Bussard: length: 40.60 m, width: 8.1 m, draft: 3.3 m, engine: 549 HP, max. speed:
12 knots.

The steamship presently docks at the Museum quay (Museumsbriicke) near the Kiel Maritime Museum. The
Society for the Steamship Bussard looks after the restoration, the maintenance and the care of this ship which is
over 100 years old.
